3. Scoring

40% Uniformity: fitness of stem, bright green color and 
condition

30% Quality and adaptability: should be well cured, 
good quality, leaves retained and adapted to 
locality which grown

30% Arrangement: sheaves shall be neatly made and 
bound in at least three places

Special Rules for Hay Seed Sheaf

1. Leaves should be stripped; exhibit should be 2 _” in diameter at   
the base of heads, except alfalfa and sweet clover which should  
be 3” at the butt of the sheaf.

40% Uniformity in variety, length of head, color, and
